The Ochre Park Kindergarten Program is led by a caring, 
enthusiastic professional who puts the needs of the 
children first. Our program promotes growth in all areas of 
a child’s development—socially, emotionally, physically, 
intellectually and creatively. This is best achieved through 
an environment that allows for individual learning and an 
opportunity for every child to succeed. Our kindergarten 
teacher builds skills, attitudes and knowledge to enhance 
student success.

Our program includes individual and group projects, 
guided reading, the Kindercooking Nutrition Program, 
drama and role play, learning centres, games, cooperative 
learning, cross-grade Read-a-Buddy, field trips, visiting 
experts, class celebrations and special days. We encourage 
parental involvement though our Local Advisory Council 
and roster parents. In the classroom, parents are involved in 
the activities and centres taking place that day.

Other programs and services offered at our school that 
may be of interest to parents of kindergarten students 
include: Music Program, Optional Catholic Religion Pro-
gram, Oral French Program for Grade 4 and Optional Milk 
and Hot Lunch Programs.

Our kindergarten program follows the guidelines of 
Alberta Education. The curriculum is organized in six 
themes with learner expectations in the following areas:



Kindergarten  
learner skills
•  �Literacy and numeracy skills are taught in a positive, 

safe, enthusiastic environment.
•  �Specific learner outcomes are presented through a 

variety of themed units such as safety, dinosaurs and 
fairy tales.

•  �Children are provided opportunities to learn about 
and practice specified learner outcomes using the 
centre approach.

•  �Children develop an awareness of their unique 
individuality and worth.

•  �Positive play activities provide opportunities for 
your child to develop a solid foundation of first-hand 
experiences and basic knowledge upon which to 
build and grow.

•  �A sense of self and community is explored and 
permeates the entire day.
